Our department’s first Graduate Student Conference, entitled “Religion and Culture in the 
Digital Age,” will be held on January 24, 2015. We will have several grad student presenters 
from our department as well as a few from out of state. Following the students' panels, we will 
have a roundtable discussion with Dr. David Morgan from Duke University, Dr. Stewart 
Hoover from the University of Colorado, Dr. Sid Dobrin from UF’s English department, and 
Dr. Dragan Kujundzic from UF’s Center for Jewish Studies.  The Office of Research has 
awarded the graduate students $1000 in support of this graduate conference!

Professor Robin Wright’s co-authored study titled “Multi-centric Mythscapes: Sanctuaries and 
Pilgrimages in Northwest Amazon Arawakan Religious Traditions” (with Omar González Ñáñez 
of Venezuela, and Carlos César Xavier Leal, of Brazil) has been accepted for publication in the 
proceedings of the conference on “Pilgrimages and Ambiguous Sanctuaries” to be published in 
England (by Sean Kingston Publishing) in spring 2015. The volume will be presented at an 
important exhibition organized in Marseille, France, in April 2015, at the Museum of European 
and Mediterranean Civilization (MUCEM) on “Sanctuaires partagés en Mediterranée” (Shared 
Sanctuaries in the Mediterranean).

UF’s Center for Latin American Studies announces . . . 
FLAS 2015-2016 Academic Year Fellowships 
Through support from the U.S. Department of Education, the Center for Latin American Studies 
offers Foreign Language and Area Studies (FLAS) Academic Year Fellowships to support 
training in Brazilian Portuguese and Haitian Creole. 
     For graduate students, the fellowship covers tuition and fees for 12 graduate credit hours per 
semester, provides a stipend of $17,000 total for the 2015-16 academic year (fall 2015 and spring 
2016 semesters), and includes GatorGradCare coverage. 
     For undergraduate students, the fellowship covers tuition and fees not already covered by 
other financial aid or scholarships (up to a maximum of $10,000 for the academic year) and 
provides a scholarship of $5000 total for the 2015-16 academic year ($2500 each for the fall 
2015 and spring 2016 semesters). 
Eligibility Requirements 
Applicants must be (or applying to become) full-time UF graduate or undergraduate students 
who are U.S. citizens or permanent residents. Undergraduate applicants must have at least 
intermediate proficiency in Portuguese or Haitian Creole. There is no proficiency requirement 
for graduate applicants. Priority will be given to applicants pursuing a Master’s degree, graduate 
certificate, or undergraduate minor/certificate in Latin American Studies. Professional school 
students are also encouraged to apply. Applications are reviewed by the Center’s Financial Aid 
Committee. 
Fellowship Requirements 
Each semester, recipients must enroll in a minimum of 3 credit hours of Portuguese or Haitian 
Creole and at least 3 credits of Latin American area studies. Recipients are also required to take 
language proficiency exams and to complete online reports about their fellowship on a semester 
basis. 
After the fellowship period is completed, recipients will complete a short survey about their job 
placement every two years.

·         Two page statement of purpose describing how the study of Brazilian Portuguese or

·         Two letters of recommendation* accompanied by a Release Form. For graduate 
students, one of the letters should be from your adviser, unless you are a new UF 
applicant. 

·         UF academic transcript; new UF applicants may submit photocopies from previous 
universities or colleges
